	The aim of the course
	The aim of this course is to evaluate the problems that arise in practice regarding the bills of exchange regulated in the Negotiable Instruments book of the Turkish Commercial Code and to propose solutions. Bills of exchange are regulated in the Turkish Commercial Code and are determined according to the limited number principle, including drafts, bills and cheques. In this course, common features of bills of exchange are revealed. Mandatory and optional formal elements of policy, promissory note and check are examined separately. Since bills of exchange are legally promissory notes, the concept of promissory notes is emphasized. Accordingly, the issue of defenses in promissory notes is addressed. The concept of endorsement, which is a form of transfer specific to promissory notes, is also explained in terms of bills of exchange. In addition, the issues of cancellation of bills of exchange through follow-up specific to bills of exchange are also addressed. The aim is to identify the disputes that arise in practice regarding these issues regarding bills of exchange and to provide a legal perspective that will be useful in resolving these disputes.

	Course Content: Within the scope of this course, the concept of negotiable instruments and their elements are examined first. Bills of exchange (bills of exchange, bills and checks), which are one of the most important types of negotiable instruments, are discussed in terms of their common features. The formal elements that should be included in the policy, bill and check are determined. The concept of endorsement, which is a form of transfer specific to these bills, is discussed in detail. The procedure specific to bills of exchange and cancellation of bills of exchange is examined. Disputes arising in practice regarding these issues examined and their solutions are evaluated.
