	Course Description: This course aims to focus on issues such as critical reading and writing skills, strategies through understanding articles within the field of English Language Teaching (ELT). A special emphasis is put on active participation in writing and speech. The students will read the required text before each lesson, and the text will then be discussed and analyzed in class, focusing on the characteristic features of theoretical and experimental linguistic writing. Among the issues discussed are article structure, argumentation, empirical evidence, underlying assumptions and predictions, as well as the central role of examples and counter-examples in affirming or refuting linguistic theories, and various methodological aspects. Although the main focus is not the study of the theories presented in the articles, the students will be exposed to a variety of linguistic disciplines.
