PLAGIARISM!!
• Presenting other people's words, ideas or images as one's own…

• It is a very serious ethical violation (even if not intentional)

• This also applies to student assignments, projects and articles! 

 In the following cases, the source must be cited appropriately:

• When the ideas of others are paraphrased,

• When the words of others are quoted directly,

• When summarizing texts written by others,

• When referring to data or data sets,

• When using tables and figures that are free to copy or adapt.

In-text Citation – APA 7
• When citing in-text, APA's author-date citation system should be used; 
Author surnames and the year of publication as in the bibliography 
should be written.

• A positive relationship has been observed between the gender 
discrimination experienced by women and their relative deprivation levels 
(Yıldırım, 2022).

•2 authors: (Yıldırım and Gündoğdu, 2023)

•3 authors: (Yıldırım et al., 2020)

•Yıldırım and Gündoğan (2022) found a positive relationship between the 
gender discrimination experienced by women and their relative 
deprivation levels.



In-text Citation – APA 7
• When multiple sources are included in parentheses, they should be 
cited in alphabetical order and separated by semicolons.

• Example:

(Afifi et al., 2011; Cohen et al., 2014; Lobbestael et al., 2010; Zhang et 
al., 2012).



In-text Citation – APA 7
• If a specific section of a source is used, such as a page, paragraph, 
section, figure, or a specific page of a slide, this specific information 
should be given in addition to the authors' surnames and year.

• Descriptive statistics

• Hypotheses and the statistical methods used to test these 
hypotheses

• Reporting of analyses



Discussion
• Brief summary of key findings

• Interpretation of findings – what do they mean?

• Were hypotheses supported? If not, how can this be explained?

• What are the consistencies with previous studies?

• How are they different from previous studies?

• Limitations

• Recommendations for future studies

• Conclusion – comments on the significance of the findings, possible 
recommendations for practice
