ARTICLE DISCUSSION QUESTIONS
Objective:
The goal of this lesson is to enhance students' ability to analyze, critique, and discuss academic articles. Students will develop critical thinking skills and deepen their understanding of current issues in the field of English Language Teaching (ELT) through the examination of research papers.
Questions:
· Introduction:
· What is the primary research question of this article?
· How well does the introduction set up the problem being addressed?
· Why is this problem significant for the field of English Language Teaching (ELT)?
· Literature Review:
· How comprehensive is the literature review? Does it adequately cover previous research?
· Are there any significant gaps in the literature that the authors missed?
· How does the article build on or differ from previous studies?
· Methodology:
· Is the research design appropriate for answering the research question? Why or why not?
· Are the methods clearly explained? Could someone replicate this study based on the description provided?
· Are there any weaknesses or biases in the methodology that could affect the results?
· Results:
· How clearly are the results presented? Are they easy to understand?
· Do the results address the research question directly?
· Are there any surprising findings, or does the data align with what you expected?
· Discussion:
· How well do the authors interpret their results? Are their conclusions supported by the data?
· Do they adequately discuss the limitations of the study?
· What are the practical implications of this study for the field of ELT?
· Conclusion:
· Does the conclusion effectively summarize the key points of the article?
· Are there any recommendations for future research? If so, are they well-grounded?

Theoretical Contribution
· What theoretical framework does the article use? Is it appropriate for the research?
· How does the study contribute to or challenge existing theories in ELT?
· Can the theoretical approach in the article be applied to other contexts or situations? Why or why not?
· Does the article propose any new theoretical perspectives? If so, what are their strengths and weaknesses?
· How do the authors justify their choice of theory? Is their argument convincing?

Comparative Analysis with Other Articles
· How does this article compare to other studies we’ve read on the same topic?
               What are the key similarities and differences in terms of findings, methodology, or theoretical approach?
· Do the findings of this article align with or contradict previous research in the field?
· How does this article contribute something new or different to the ongoing conversation in ELT?
· If you had to choose between the approaches of two articles, which would you prefer? Why?

Application to Real-World Teaching
· How might the findings of this study be applied to classroom teaching practices?
· What aspects of the study could be useful for English language teachers, and how?
· Can the methodology or interventions used in the article be implemented in actual ELT settings? What challenges might teachers face in doing so?
· Are there specific student populations (e.g., ESL learners, younger students) for which these findings are particularly relevant? Why?
· How could you adapt the findings of this research to your own teaching practice or a particular educational context?

Ethical Considerations
· Were there any ethical concerns in this study that stood out to you?
· How did the researchers address the ethical implications of working with participants (e.g., informed consent, anonymity, confidentiality)?
· Were there any ethical issues that were not discussed in the article but should have been considered?
· Do you think the methodology respects the participants’ rights and well-being? Why or why not?
· How could the study’s ethical approach be improved in future research?
