1. CATEGORY: BUSINESS
Scenario: Annual Shareholders' Meeting & Merger Announcement
A. CONTEXT 
Speaker: Mr. Robert Sterling, CEO of a major international technology holding.
Setting: The company's annual general meeting with shareholders and investors.
Situation: Mr. Sterling is delivering his year-end speech. He will first present the profit margins of the previous fiscal year and then make a major announcement regarding the acquisition of a rival company.
Tone: Confident, professional, visionary, and persuasive.
Note to Interpreter: The speech will contain heavy corporate jargon and formal language. Maintain a high level of professionalism.

Tone: Serious, technical, reassuring but cautionary.
Note to Interpreter: Pay close attention to numerical data and cause-and-effect relationships (e.g., "if interest rises, demand falls").

Tone: Professional, promotional, persuasive, and business-oriented.
Note to Interpreter: Focus on the "business" side of tourism (marketing, numbers, strategies).

Situation: Ms. Demir is briefing her group of 40 tourists (pax). She explains the daily schedule, safety rules at the museum, and details about an optional balloon tour for the next morning.
Tone: Energetic, authoritative but friendly, clear, and instructive.
Note to Interpreter: Focus on the "operational" side (timings, rules, movements). The language should be simpler but very specific to travel logistics.
