	Workplace Example

	Complaint
	A formal statement saying that something is wrong or unsatisfactory regarding safety.
	A worker filed a safety complaint because the ventilation system was not working.

	Request
	An official act of asking for something needed to maintain a safe environment.
	The supervisor submitted a request for new, slip-resistant floor mats.

	Treatment
	Medical care given to a person for an illness or injury.
	The employee received medical treatment at the clinic for a minor burn.

	First Aid Kit
	A box with medical supplies to treat small injuries.
	If you cut your finger, get a bandage from the first aid kit.

	Emergency Exit
	A special door used to leave a building quickly during danger.
	Keep the emergency exit clear of boxes at all times.

	Fire Extinguisher
	A metal tool used to put out small fires.
	The fire extinguisher is located on the wall near the kitchen.

	Safety Goggles
	Strong glasses that protect your eyes.
	You must wear safety goggles to protect your eyes from flying sparks.

	Earplugs
	Small objects you put in your ears to block loud noise.
	Wear earplugs when operating the loud wood-cutting machine.

	Warning Sign
	A picture or text that tells you about a danger.
	The yellow warning sign says the floor is wet.
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	Slippery Floor
	A floor that is wet or oily, making it easy to fall.
	Be careful walking in the hallway because there is a slippery floor.

	Electrical Shock
	A painful feeling when electricity passes through your body.
	Never touch wires with wet hands to avoid an electrical shock.

	Chemical Spill
	When dangerous liquids accidentally leak onto the floor.
	Call the supervisor immediately if you see a chemical spill in the lab.

	Injury
	Damage to a person's body, like a cut or a broken bone.
	He went to the hospital to treat his back injury.

	Incident Report
	A document written after an accident or a 'near miss'.
	You must fill out an incident report if you trip at work.

	Safety Drill
	A practice session to learn what to do in an emergency.
	We are having a fire safety drill at 10:00 AM today.

	Evacuation
	Moving everyone out of a dangerous place to a safe place.
	The building evacuation was very fast and organized.

	Helmet
	A hard hat that protects your head from falling objects.
	Always wear a helmet when working under the scaffolding.

	High-Visibility Vest
	A bright jacket that makes you easy to see.
	Drivers must wear a high-visibility vest in the loading area.

	Lockout/Tagout
	A safety rule to turn off and lock machines during repair.
	Use the lockout/tagout procedure before cleaning the mixer.

	Ventilation
	A system that brings fresh air into a room.
	Good ventilation is necessary when working with strong paint fumes.
