ELT-541 CRITICAL DISCOURSE ANALYSIS
1. Final project is related to the text of choice. Therefore, topic (statement, idea or policy) which is chosen for the final project to apply CDA is offered by the MA students according to their interests in this field (100pts).
2. As part of the process for the final project, students must offer specific work in advance (as indicated in the extended syllabus in the beginning of the fall academic year) to move forward with their final Project. The specific work, as a text, must be composed of a data sample which can be written (verbal language), an image, video or audio recording (non-verbal language).
3. Based on their particular text choice, MA students must offer a theoretical framework and methodological approaches which address possible new directions for CDA methods. Therefore, they are required to write an analysis which includes the detail of the steps they have to follow.
4. MA students are graded according to those sections: 
1. Intro: 
    -Review literature about the chosen topic including sources that are related to your study)
     -Explain briefly why this Critical Discourse Analysis model or theoretical framework is appropriate for this type of the study.
     -Research question (s):  research question(s) that is clearly related to purpose of the study/ write a research question(s) that aims/aim to investigate the “current social problem” in the selected text. 
     -Purpose of the study: explain the aim of the study
 2. Analysis: Apply all phases of the relevant CDA method proposed by a CDA researcher whose model has been studied in our lecture sessions and course.
5.  Using CDA methods, you are required to complete a mini-study.
6. For the analysis of texts, the study should employ techniques from one of the CDA approaches studied during the spring academic term.

2. Title of your study (title should be original, maximum 12 words)
3. Should include those sections: Intro/analysis
4. Final project (should be 10–12 pages) 
5. Times New Roman, 12, double-spaced.
6. References in the APA 7th edition style should be indicated in the work.
7. You have to both hand in your final project to the course lecturer on due date by putting your signature and submit it on Turnitin until the due date. Otherwise, it will be considered incomplete. 
8. Assessment Criteria for FINAL PROJECT, which is detailed in CDA Final Project rubric, is available for you on the academic staff website of the course lecturer.
9. Revisit the checklist once again before the submission. 
FINAL PROJECT is required to be submitted on the announced time. There is no late submission option.
